Food - $600 to $1,200 per year depending on the quality food you feed, and whether you supplement, e.g., add chicken, beef, pasta, etc....

Routine Veterinary Care - $500 - $1,200, including routine check-ups, vaccinations, flea & tick prevention, and heart-worm preventative

Training - $150 - $500 - includes either basic obedience and/or show handling classes
Non-Routine Veterinary Care: $500 - $1,200
