Risk for developing CMR : This dog will never develop Canine Multifocal 
Retinopathy (CMR). Note that the primary symptom of CMR is retinal folding and 
there are a variety of causes of retinal folds in dogs. Some but not all retinal 
folds are due to hereditary factors. If your dog has retinal folds but is Normal for 
CMR, you should discuss the significance of this with your veterinary 
ophthalmologist. 
 
Significance for breeding: CMR in your breed is believed to be an autosomal 
recessive disease, meaning that a dog must inherit two copies of the diseased 
gene in order to be clinically affected. With this type of inheritance, a Normal/
Clear dog will never produce an affected offspring, even if it is mated to a CMR-
affected dog. Note that other inheritance patterns for a similar disease are 
known in humans and might be found in dogs.
